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Testimonial Guidelines

Testimonial, according to the Oxford Dictionary, is 1) a certificate of character, conduct, or qualifications and 2) a gift presented to a person as a mark of esteem, in acknowledgement of services. Synonyms include recommendation, endorsement, commendation, and tribute. Testimonials can be as simple as a single quote or as comprehensive as a personal essay. 

The new NDTA website and Network publication has a section devoted to testimonials that will endorse NDTA and its mission. These testimonials can come from 1) NDTA members who benefit from their training and connection with other great therapists, 2) our clients and their families whom we treat, 3) the medical professionals with whom we work, and 4) any other individual whose life has been touched by a NDT/Bobath-trained therapist. 

Please consider asking someone you know for a testimonial or providing one yourself so that we can show the community what it means to be a part of the Neuro-Developmental Treatment Association and the NDT/Bobath approach. If your clients are unaware of your NDT/Bobath training, this is a perfect opportunity to share and to teach about your advanced education and professional development. 

The author of the testimonial is asked to please provide full name, profession and contact information with the testimonial submission. Your name will appear with your testimonial unless you specify to be anonymous. Please also understand the need to waive the right to editing for the website and Network publication. 

The following are questions/ideas for what to include when you write a testimonial:

1. To all: What is your personal experience with NDT/Bobath approach? 

2. To all: Please acknowledge the difference you experience when working with a NDT/Bobath-trained therapist versus a non-NDT/Bobath-trained therapist. 

3. To the client/family: How have you benefited from receiving treatment from a NDT/Bobath-trained therapist?

4. To the therapist: How have you benefited from receiving training from NDTA-sponsored certificate and advanced courses and/or education seminars?

5. To the therapist: Please acknowledge the difference you experience when treating your clients with a NDT/Bobath approach. 

6. To other health care practitioners: How have you benefited from working with a NDT/Bobath-trained therapist as a part of the comprehensive health care team?
